NFPA 1 - Forward Lay Using One Engine and One Suppl vy Line
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Min. 300’ of 5”

Objective To place an initial attack line (1 %" — 200’ Boanect) and a back-up line (2 %
— 200’ Preconnect) in-service, using one engine fafidshift complement. A forward lay
shall be established with minimum 300’ of 5” hc

EVOLUTION DESCRIPTION:

A forward lay using one engine, one supply linal &mo engine companies® in Engine deploys 300’ of 5” hose from hydra
to fire scene. Crews shall deploy 1 attack lif@d(GPM+) and 1 back-up line (200 GPM+) within 3 otes from the start of
the evolution. Engine shall be permitted to changéal attack line with tank water, hydrant shia# establishedefore back-
up line is charged. Both lines are aimed at Evaluspecified targets. Engine companies stage &wayhydrant. After “go”
signal, time begins wheri'ln Engine stops at hydrant and ends when suppéytias been established and water is flowing
required pressure from both line§ i Engine must wait 30 seconds before proceeding.

EVALUATION CRITERIA:

All lines shall be completely deployed from hosé$erior to charging.
All nozzles shall be flowing minimal acceptable gseres (50 PSI or 100 PSI +/- 10%).
Water flow shall not be disrupted for more thans&@onds.

MAXIMUM TIME: 3 MINUTES

attack lines can be laid from an engine or wyewGteployment shall follow MFD seat assignments glings.

Evolutions that involve the use of ladders shalpbgformed in an area free of overhead power lamesother
obstructions.

All personnel involved in evolutions shall wear apged protective clothing and shall use approvadmgent for their
respective functions.

All personnel participating in extending or opemgthandlines or extending support lines or whararelved in other
operational functions of the evolutions shall wigirprotective clothing, equipment, and self-canéal breathing
apparatus (SCBA).
