NFPA 9 - Reverse Lay from Elevated Master Stream Us ing One Engine

Objective To place an elevated master stream device fipw®0 GPM into service using
one engine company and one ladder company.

EVOLUTION DESCRIPTION:

A reverse lay using one aerial with elevated masteam device, one engine and one supply lineimnmam accepted flow of
500 GPM must be established. Ladder company dtovése scene and begins setup of elevated str&mgine company
drives to the scene and deploys 300’ of 5” hosmftiee side intake of the ladder to the hydrantunps to the ladder truck.
Ladder shall not charge the elevated master stpgamto establishment of hydrant supply line. \&ed stream will be aimed
an Evaluator specified target. Both companies séaggy from hydrant. After “go” signal, time begiwbken the ladder
company stops at the scene and ends when supplidimbeen established and water is flowing atnedjpressure from the
master stream device. Engine must wait 30 secoefsebproceeding.

EVALUATION CRITERIA:

All nozzles shall be flowing minimal acceptable ggeres (50 PSI or 100 PSI +/- 10%).

Water flow shall not be disrupted for more tharsgé@onds.

Aerial ladder shall be positioned with 90 degretation and 75% extension of ladder above 45 degreezle flow parallel to
ladder rails.

MAXIMUM TIME: 4 MINUTES

All personnel involved in evolutions shall wear apged protective clothing and shall use approvadmgent for their
respective functions.

All personnel participating in extending or opemgthandlines or extending support lines or whararelved in other
operational functions of the evolutions shall wigirprotective clothing, equipment, and self-canéal breathing
apparatus (SCBA).
